To Harvey and Ann,
the Baptist Church and many others who gave us gifts to help us along, and the support
and help we have needed to make big jobs into small ones. It comes to show the friends
we have are our family and we are very blessed to have them in our lives!

It's close to four months now and with Rods stubborn drive he has improved bit by bit
every week. He is still reliant on the wheelchair but is able to walk with aids for a short
period of time. It is too early to tell if Rod is able to continue with farming without a
struggle and needing help but that may be yet another hurdle we will have to overcome.
We feel very rich for Rod still alive and slowly improving, for the family and friends we
have in our lives, and for the caring community we live in!

WHAT’S HAPPENING WITHIN THE TOWN HALL

Work on the Frankland River Town Hall commercial kitchen is moving ahead steadily, with
all major equipment now delivered, assembled and the new servery installed.

Gillamii has recently relocated one of its AxisTech
SMART Traps to a local landholder property near
Cranbrook as part of the Improving Feral Cat
Management in the Kent—Frankland

Subregion project.

The trap was moved after one of Gillamii’s
contracted Licensed Pest Management
Technicians and inventor of the SMART Trap,
Graham Lawrence, observed high levels of feral
cat activity around a commercial free-range egg
enterprise. Poultry farms can attract feral cats due
to the abundance of rodents, spilled feed and
shelter, making these sites ideal locations for
targeted monitoring and control.

The AxisTech SMART Trap is an advanced cage
trap equipped with motion-activated cameras and
remote communication technology. When an
animal enters the trap, images are sent instantly
to project staff via mobile phone or email, allowing
the animal to be identified before anyone attends
the site. If a feral cat is confirmed, trained
personnel inspect the trap, scan the animal for a

microchip and determine whether it is domestic or
feral. Domestic cats are referred to the local
ranger, while confirmed feral cats are humanely
euthanised in accordance with national animal
welfare standards and the Animal Welfare Act
2002. If a non-target species is captured, staff are
alerted immediately so the animal can be
released as quickly as possible.

The trap was installed on 11 May 2026 in an area
where feral cats were regularly observed. Since
deployment, the camera system has recorded
significant activity, confirming the site is highly
attractive to feral cats and other wildlife. While no
cats have been captured yet, the monitoring data
is helping refine trap placement and improve the
likelihood of success.

Gillamii thanks the participating landholder for
supporting innovative approaches to feral cat
management.

This project is proudly supported by the Gillamii

native wildlife and reduce the impacts of feral cats
on agriculture across the Kent—Frankland region.
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Barna Mia Year 6 Ecology Camp

Gillamii has coordinated the Barna Mia Camp
since 2009, giving multiple cohorts of Year 6
students from Cranbrook, Frankland River, and
Tambellup Primary Schools the opportunity to
experience the Dryandra Woodlands and its
unique biodiversity. This year, for the first time,
students from Broomehill Primary School also
joined the camp.

On 9-10th April, 15 students travelled to Dryandra
Woodlands National Park, between Williams and
Narrogin, where more than 850 species of flora
and fauna can be seen throughout the year. DBCA
officers conducted a trapping activity setting traps

in the afternoon using a mixture of peanut butter,
sardines, flour and oil as a lure, which were
checked very early the following morning very
early. That evening, students took part in a guided
night walk through the enclosed Barna Mia fauna
sanctuary. It was a hands-on, interactive, and
memorable camp experience, with students
seeing possums, chuditch, woylies, quenda,
boodie, bilby and even an echidnal!

This camp is made possible through generous
donations from Entel Energy Flat Rocks Wind
Farm, Bendigo Bank Tambellup—Cranbrook
Branch, and Mount Barker Co-operative. It
complements the ongoing Connecting Kids to
Country environmental education program, which
aims to foster positive environmental attitudes and
increase knowledge and awareness among our
future stewards of the landscape.

After a hectic six weeks back in the Great Southern,
am now back home in sunny Africa.

Though it was chaotic travelling back and forth to
Albany for Doctor's visits and endless tests during my
time, | am pleased to say | got the " all clear" and
another 20 years to enjoy annoying people!

| stayed with my old mate Graham, who is also
undergoing cancer treatment, and trust that | was able
to give him a helping hand during his difficult time. |
was also able to spend some time with a girlfriend
who was not enjoying the best of health, and together
got a few jobs done around her home.

| was looking forward to getting home and enjoying a
well earned rest, forgetting that | had left Benjamin
living the life of a bachelor! The cupboards were bare
( he must have been living on take- aways), he
"forgot" how to use a duster and my wee garden was
a jungle.

So no rest for the wicked...

The country was also in chaos, with the murderous
dictator claiming victory in the recent rigged elections,
and his goons were now busy arresting and
eliminating all those who opposed him.

It is dangerous to talk politics here and even showing
the national flag ( a symbol of freedom) can see you
arrested. He has even started turning on his own party
members, with many organising themselves and
families for a quick exit if need be.

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Living with Wildlife

Living With Wildlife as Winter
Approaches

As the days shorten and nights grow colder, we all start
looking for ways to stay warm — and wildlife is no different.
Winter brings a change in behaviour for many native animals
as they search for shelter, warmth, and safe places to rest. A
litle awareness before we light fires or clear vegetation can
prevent injury and unnecessary loss of wildlife.

One place wildlife often seeks warmth is chimneys and
flues. Before lighting an indoor wood heater for the first time
each season, it's important to check your chimney. You may
be surprised at what has moved in — possums, birds, and
sometimes even small mammals can shelter inside flues
for protection from the cold.

If you're able to safely access your roof, a visual check of the
chimney is best. If that's not possible, loudly tapping or
knocking on the flue several times can help encourage any
animals inside to move on before lighting the fire. Giving
them time and warning is key.

For those with beautiful old Metters or similar wood fires,
where soup bubbles away all day and warmth fills the house,
an extra check is important. Before lighting, check both the
chimney and inside the firebox. Wildlife can shelter in
unexpected places, especially overnight.

Winter also brings burn-off season, which presents another
risk. Piles of branches, timber, or garden waste are attractive
shelters for bobtails, reptiles, echidnas, small mammals,
and ground-nesting birds. These animals often tuck
themselves underneath piles for warmth and protection.

If possible, before lighting a burn-off pile, try moving the pile
to a new location first and allow time for animals to disperse.
Even a few hours can make a difference. Where moving the
entire pile isn’t practical — especially on farms with larger
stacks — begin with a small section, lighting gradually
rather than all at once.

Using a rake or long tool to gently move bottom branches is
another simple step. This wakes resting animals and gives
them a chance to move away safely before fire is introduced.

These small actions don’t slow work significantly, but they
can save lives.

It's also worth remembering that many animals become less
responsive in colder temperatures. Reptiles, in particular,
may move slowly or appear sluggish, making them more
vulnerable during winter activities.

Did You Know?

Possums and birds frequently shelter in chimneys during
cold weather. A quick check before lighting fires prevents
serious injury — for wildlife and for households.

Living with wildlife through winter isn’t about extra rules or
perfection. It's about pausing briefly before lighting a fire,
striking a match, or clearing a pile. Wildlife has shared
these landscapes long before us, and with small, thoughtful
steps, we can continue to share them safely.

As we settle in for the colder months, staying warm can
include caring just a little more for those trying to do the
same — quietly, unseen, and right alongside us.

Living With Wildlife Through Winter — Small

j ~ Steps That Help

| Winter is a quieter time in the bush, but it's also a time when
"/ wildlife faces real challenges. Food is scarcer, nights are

colder, and shelter matters more than ever. With a little
awareness, winter can become a season where people
gently support wildlife — and prepare the way for a healthier
spring.

Leave a Little Mess in the Garden

While winter often feels like the right time to “tidy everything
up,” many native animals rely on what we see as mess.

Leaf litter, fallen branches, and garden debris provide shelter
for insects, lizards, frogs, and small mammals — which are
also food for native birds. Leaving some areas undisturbed
helps wildlife survive the colder months and supports the
food chain that birds depend on in spring.

Delay Heavy Pruning Where You Can

If possible, delay heavy pruning of native shrubs and trees
until late winter. Many birds rely on dense foliage for shelter
from cold winds, and early pruning can remove nesting
material and habitat before spring arrives.

Strategic, light pruning now — and heavier work later —
gives wildlife time to adapt.

Provide Safe Water Sources
Water is just as important in winter as it is in summer.

Shallow water dishes placed off the ground help birds drink
and bathe, especially during dry winters. Adding a small stick
or stone gives smaller animals a safe way in and out.
Refresh water regularly to keep it clean and ice-free on very
cold mornings.

Prepare the Garden for Spring Birds
Winter is the best time to plan for spring.

Planting 8 now allows roots to establish before warmer
weather arrives. Grevilleas, hakeas, callistemons, and
smaller shrubs provide nectar, insects, seeds, and shelter for
birds when breeding season begins.

Avoid fertilisers and pesticides that reduce insect populations
— insects are essential food for baby birds.

Avoid Netting or Use It Safely

If netting is needed to protect winter crops or fruit trees,
ensure it is wildlife-safe netting with a very small aperture.
Loose or wide-woven netting is a major cause of bird and bat
injuries, especially in spring.

Always keep netting taut and check it daily.
Compost Gently

Compost heaps can be warm, inviting places for lizards,
frogs, and small mammals in winter. Before turning or
removing compost, give it a gentle stir first and leave time for
wildlife to move away. This simple pause can prevent serious
harm.

A Gentle Season of Support

Living with wildlife through winter doesn’t require big
changes. It's about small, thoughtful choices — leaving
shelter, planting ahead, checking before disturbing, and
allowing nature a little extra space.

By doing a little less in winter, we often give wildlife a little
more — and that generosity is returned in spring, when
gardens come alive with birdsong, movement, and new life.

The power of being polite and respectful

In the last month | was on holidays and travelled to the USA where | visited the southwest of the
country. Amazing countryside and scenery. Before | left, | was told by someone that | would
experience just how polite most USA people are and yes it took me aback just how nice they
actually are. Their automatic polite, respectful responses made me feel good and welcome.

This reminded me that there is never a reason to be disrespectful to a person who is simply
doing their thing or their job because we are personally annoyed or don’t agree with what they
are telling us. Especially now with the fuel crisis, farm chemicals being expensive, power bills
soaring, Mice Plagues, baits hard to get and interest rates going up; we need to be aware that
how we react is our choice and no one else’s fault. The service station employee at the till is not
responsible for the country wide fuel crisis yet some feel they have the right to vent to this person
who can do absolutely nothing about it. What if this same person is also going through a
personal crisis. The power of language and actions should not be underestimated; you may
without even realizing, be adding to that persons frustrations and stress.

We all have the freedom to choose how we react in any given circumstance, its one freedom no
one can ever take away. That ability to stop, pause, step back before reacting or putting one’s
foot in one’s mouth moment, is essential to ensure we remain respectful to each other. The
difference is that your respect and thankfulness could be saving grace moment, reminding that
person that people do care and give that person the hope they felt was not there. Just as
powerful.

We all actually never know with people we encounter daily of what is happening for them
personally, unless you ask and they are willing to share. But you can be aware of how powerful
the spoken word is, how the power of this word is enhanced by the tone we use and the body
language we portray. None of us are perfect and we will sometimes inadvertently show our
frustration, even then we can say ‘sorry that wasn’t aimed at you I'm just annoyed personally’.
Taking ownership of our actions.

The above does not remove our personal frustrations resulting from occurrences that we have
little to no control over. Sometimes our frustrations result in stressful thoughts that if not checked,
take over. When this happens, please reach out to each other, use that phone to call each other
or pop in for a cuppa because you can. Going on that gut feeling that someone is not themselves
and asking RUOK. Even if your gut feeling was not accurate its better to have asked and the
person being asked appreciates your concern. It’'s what we country people do best.

Rural Aid counselling and other agencies are here to listen you are not alone.
